Applications of Crystallographic Databases to Materials

Saturday afternoon, August 15, 1998

There are a number of databases available to the diffraction community. Two of the more important of these are the Powder Diffraction File (PDF) maintained by the international Centre for Diffraction Data (ICDD), and the Inorganic Crystal Structure Databases (ICSD) maintained by Fachsinformationszentrum (FIZ, Karlsruhe). These databases have proven useful in a wide range of applications. For example, the PDF has been used as an indispensable tool in phase identification and identification of unknowns. The ICSD database has extensive and explicit reference to the structures of compounds: atomic coordinates, space group and even thermal vibration parameters. These databases are often used as independent sources of information. However, little thought has been given on how to exploit the combined properties of structural database tools. The ICDD has recently completed an agreement between ICDD and FIZ that provides for mutual use of the PDF and the ICDD databases. The focus of this workshop is to examine ways of exploiting the combined properties of both databases.

In 1996, there were approximately 76,000 entries in the PDF and approximately 43,000 entries in the ICSD database. The ICSD database is being used to calculate entries in the PDF. Thus, to derive d-spacing and peak intensity data requires the synthesis of full diffraction patterns, i.e., we use the structural data in the ICSD database and then add instrumental resolution information. The combined data from PDF and ICSD can be effectively used in many ways.

Full-length papers

The type of file, e.g. the type and version of word processor should be indicated. If an abstract is not acknowledged within a week, it is probable that it was not received. Please, check the E-mail account from which the abstract was sent for confirmation and possible questions.

Conference venue

The conference will be organised mainly in the buildings of the Czech Technical University  (Faculty of Engineering and Faculty of Civil Engineering) in Praha 6, Technická, at the terminus of the underground line A (Dejvická). Easy direct connection from the airport is available (bus 119).



Visas

Czech Republic has an agreement about free movement of people with most of European countries and all you need for travel is a valid passport. However, visitors from some countries need visa. If in doubts, please, check the Czech Embassy or Consulate in your country in sufficient advance of your trip. Climate and Clothing

Weather in summer cannot be well predicted in Prague. Rains are possible and umbrella or light jacket may be useful. However, warm (25o-32oC) and sunny weather can be expected in the middle of August.



Currency

Local currency is Czech crown (denoted as Kč or CZK). The exchange rate is approximately 1 USD ~ 36 Kc, 1 DEM ~ 20 Kc (spring 1998).



Excursions

Trips are organised to several Gothic, Baroque and Renaissance castles, to traditional breweries as Urquell and Gambrinus in Pilzen from where the true “Pilzen bier” got its name, to brewery Budweiser in South Bohemia (form where the world-known trade mark BUD originates) and also to some other small breweries. Participants can taste several different kinds of beer during evening sessions. Wine lovers can taste and classify almost 20 sorts during the wine party on Monday or  Tuesday evenings. 



Travelling by car

Preferred routes to Prague are Nürnberg-Plzeň-Praha or Dresden-Chomutov-Praha or Linz-České Budejovice-Praha or Brno-Praha. All sorts of petrol are widely available. Gas is available at some places only. Price for one liter of petrol is 21-27 Kč, 19-22 Kč for diesel. Maximum speed 130 km/h highway, 90 km/h other roads, 50 km/h in urban areas. 

Special label for 800 Kč is required at highways (stick on the front window). Take in mind that any amount of alcohol detected at driver is subject of severe penalties. There is enough of free parking place at the conference venue.

Lunches will be available at the Conference site in Student Dining Room. Tickets can be purchased at the registration desk. Number of restaurants close to the Conference site will be referred to at the reception desk and at the conference Web site.
